EDUCATION

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COLLEGE STRUCTURE

Faith Lutheran College is structured with the aim of providing a curricular and co-curricular
program that caters for each phase of development in the students. To cater for the age
appropriate needs of students the basic structure of the College is:

= Junior School (Prep Year to Year 6)
» Secondary School (Year 7 to Year 12)

Within each school the program is further refined to cater for differences in student’s needs at the
various levels of development.

A comprehensive Support Learning Program is provided for students with special learning needs.

As well as the formal learning program, the age appropriate nature of the College will be seen in
terms of the physical environment, co-curricular opportunities, student leadership opportunities,
staffing, worship, school culture and rituals, and rites of passage through the College.
